Motion 2: To reduce number of players per team in a match from five (5) to four (4).

Existing By-Laws:

By Law 5.1 The competing teams shall be composed of five (5) players.

By Law 5.2 A Match shall consist of ten (10) sets each to be of six (6) games straight.

By Law 5.3 Players shall be classified 1 to 5, and when paired, shall play against the corresponding pair of the opposing team.

By Law 11.1 For final matches only, in the event that scores are equal at the end of ten (10) sets, an additional set will be played between players 1 and 3 nominated on the Match Result Sheet to determine the winner.


Proposed By-Laws:

By Law 5.1 The competing teams shall be composed of four (4) players.

By Law 5.2 A match shall consist of six (6) sets each to be of six (6) games straight.

By Law 5.3 Players shall be classified 1 to 4, and when paired, shall play against the corresponding pair of the opposing team.

By Law 11.1 For final matches only, in the event that scores are equal at the end of six (6) sets, an additional set will be played between players 1 and 3 nominated on the Match Result Sheet to determine the winner.
